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God’s work is to unite His will with my will so that what I want is what He wants. See Neh. 7:5; Ps. 37:4; Phil. 2:12-13

How Will I Know if My Desire is His Desire?!
1. Will I accept “No.” as God’s answer? Acts 16:1-15 
2. Does the desire contradict God’s word?  Heb. 4:12-13
3. Do I have a peaceful conscience? Col. 3:15; Prov. 3:5-6 
"It doesn’t need to be possible to be God’s will, it just needs to be right; and what is right before God, He makes possible." Major Ian Thomas
4. Has God opened the door to fulfill the desire? Ps. 37:3-5; 1Sam. 24:5-8; Rev. 3:7-8
"If a leading is from the Holy Spirit, 'the way will always open for it.' The Lord assures us of this when He says, 'When he puts forth his own, he goes before them, and the sheep follow him because they know his voice.' (Jn. 10:4) He goes before to open the way, and we are to follow in the way thus opened.
