Gospel of John Test

Part One (See Sheet): Be prepared to recall the following information about the gospel of John without referring to your bible:
· The bible reference and goal of the gospel as given by John himself.

· The “I AM” statements of Jesus. (chapter and verse)

· The 8 signs in the gospel of John. (chapter only)

· Name 5 things not mentioned in John’s gospel contained in the Synoptics.

· What passage forms the “Upper Room Discourse” and what is its general theme?

· Where are the following found in John’s gospel (chapter only): The last supper with the disciples; the prologue of the gospel; the high priestly prayer of Jesus; the crucifixion of Jesus; the calling of the first disciples; the meeting with Nicodemus; the meeting with the woman at the well; the cleansing of the temple; the teaching on the Good Shepherd; the resurrection appearances. 

· The approximate time and setting of the writing of the gospel of John.

Part Two: Write a 1000-1200 word devotional on one of the 7 “I AM” statements of Jesus in the gospel of John. Please confirm the number of words written and the audience at the bottom of the last page. The assignment should include two parts and will be graded according to how one followed the directions below and the originality of the devotional. First, give the meaning of the statement when it was spoken by Jesus. This will include an explanation of the context of events into which He spoke the statement, reference to the people who originally heard Jesus speak and the meaning of the words used in the statement itself. Secondly, apply the teaching of the statement and how it relates to life with Jesus to just one of the following audiences. Write it as if you are speaking to that particular audience; don’t just repeat or summarize the text, but communicate a message through it. 
· A Sunday school class of 8 to12 year olds.

· A bible study group of university students.

· An evangelistic outreach in a prison chapel service.

· A devotional given to a group of patients at a drug/alcohol rehabilitation center.

Part 1 of the test will be given on Tuesday, Jan. 28 and Part 2 will be due at lock up on Sunday, Feb. 2nd. Each part of the test will be worth 50 points, totaling 100 points for the whole test. 
Part 2 will be graded on the following:

1. Did they follow directions? 10 points

· Did they write in sentence and paragraph form? 

· Did they have the right word count?

· Did they state which one of the four groups they were addressing? 

· Did they choose an IAM statement of Jesus?

2. Biblical Integrity. 20 points

· Did they stick with the passage they chose or wander all over the bible?

· Did they give the meaning of the “I AM” statement itself?

· Did they explain the significance of the people and events surrounding the statement?

· Does this devotion reflect thoughtful consideration of the passage at hand, or does it seem like they are just filling space?

3. Application and Creativity. 20 points

· Did the address their target audience in an appropriate way?
· Did they make good points of application?
· Did they use personal testimony or illustrations to make their point?
· Were they creative in their presentation or did they just repeat biblical information?
